EXPERT SAT PREP CLASS TO START April 17
Mark Wahl, well known South Whidbey math learning specialist and seasoned test prep mentor (teaching thousands of adult test preparers in the last 23 years in Seattle) will present a small SAT prep class dedicated to both the math and language aspects of the New SAT. Students will find this class, taught the last seven years on Whidbey, to be an effective preparation in time for the June 5 SAT test administered on the island.
